	Composer’s personal context

Look for information on what was happening in the composer’s life at the time of composition and any reasons behind the composition of the text.
	
	

	Social context

What is happening in society at the time the text was composed? War? Affluence? Science? Education? 
	
	

	Historical context

What were the major political and/or economic events that may have had an impact on the composition of the text? What was happening in the country? The world?
	
	

	Cultural context

Look for information on the arts, music, religion, and tradition as opposed to change as a background to the text you are studying.
	
	

	Workplace context

This can involve class structures, the role of education, women in the workplace, the impact of political and economic events.
